We will also look at telling the 
time to the nearest 5 minutes, 
describing the properties of 2D 
and 3D shapes and recognising 
the value of coins. We will look 
at measure including the units 
we use to measure length, 
weight and capacity.

Foundation Subjects  
Our topic this half term will be ‘Island Adventures’. As geographers we will learn about hot and cold  
areas of the world.

We will also sketch the Isle of  
Struay and, using the Austin’s Butterfly approach, redraft our sketches following self and peer  
observation to create the most interesting and detailed pieces of art we can.
